POSSIBLE FUTURES FOR THE MEDITERRANEAN
EUROPE

Department of Studies, ICEM

Any reflection on the elements that will configurate tomorrow's
Mediterranean Europe must bear in mind processes and changes
taking place in the world. The scenes outlined in the different
prospective studies put forward -some of these changes: a growing
interrelation of the world economy, its organitzation as a network on
a planetary scale, the difficulties ' found by states to represent a
collective: ideal, the increasing role of regions, and the media boom.
All this phenomena are taking place as we witness the end of the
great universal ideclogies, and we see the emergence of diversity; all
this leading to a growing policentralism.

‘In this environment, it is appropiate to wonder about the future, both
from a regional point of view -in a wide sense, comprising Europe and
the Mediterranean-, and from the point of view of regions as tight
networks with synergies and areas of exellence: meeting points for
ideas, men and capital.

This must be the base for our reflections on the future of the
Euromediterranean region, a space where different cultures, economic
agents, and institutions meet; this is why it is such a decisive point
for North-South interdependencies.

One of the main- questions is the future political and economic model
for Europe. A- more or less cohesioned Europe, with or without
enlargement, is a key element for the Mediterranean space. This can
be seen from two different points: the shape of space dynamics in the
European territory -through the reinforcement of emerging areas of
development-, and.the role given to regions, ‘as catalysts. of the
European integration process. -




Two main concerns can be discerned in the foreseeable scenes in the
Community's building process: on the one hand some prospective
scenes stress the importance of the tension between deepening
Community institutions or enfarging the Community; others give more
importance to the European process from the point of view of
economic and social cohesion.

In this sense, the report Catalonia on the Horizon of the Year 2070. A
Mediterranean Prospective has outlined different hypothesis for the
different phases of the European union process. One of the questions
to elucidate is whether the Community's power increase will be
achieved in a slow and democratic manner, or whether it will be
slowed down by the more or less immediate joining of new members.
Others view its explosion as a consequence of the tensions in its

institutional evolution, and tensions produced by a central and

burocratic government.

The architecture of the new Europe, with its difficulties, possible
solutions and possible ruptures, will directly affect the development of
regional synergies, and the more or less leading role of sub-national
entities. In the five geo-political prospective micro-scenes developed
in Catalonia on the Horizon of the Year 2010. A Mediterranean
Prospective, we introduced the following as important variables for
the favourabie scenes: the multiplication and reinforcement of regional
links, and the definition of competitive spaces in Europe. This might
even lead to this agents being represented at all levels, which would
not only favour a horizontal dynamism, but would also help
North-South cooperation, provided a "democratic” construction were
to predominate in Europe.

The most recent prospective scenes made on EEC cohesion put
forward two different alternatives for regional development in Europe,
based on the new terriory dynamics that confirm the emergence of
areas such as Northern Italy, Southern France and Northern Spain.
The first one is based on the development of the present peripheral
areas, an EEC "development belt", both South and East, something
that should run parallei to the EEC's institutional evolution. The other
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alternative is-based on the development of all regions, based on the
concept of diversity, with the idea of producing a Community
reinforcement; this should favour areas traditionally competitive.

According to the latest prospective reports, these phenomena must be
regarded among the initial elements that will outline the possible
futures of the economy and politics in the next decades. This is
particularly the case with one of them: the urgent need to find ways
to develop at the same time a global economy and a local policy. The
EEC's principle of subsidiarity would be an example of the
mechanisms allowing something that seems contradictory, but which
is not, when regarded as a whole.

The different models the European integration can choose from
-confederatio, federatio, condominio, consortio...-, will have to bear in
mind changes taking place below state authority, changes that can
lead us to a new model in which the different scales of territorial
aggregation would interact with diverse functional aggregates. '

This poses several guestions: what is the tension and what are the
fissures separating the Southern EEC from the European space that is
being built? More precisely, in regional dynamics, which are the
integration, or segregation, factors in Southern Europe? Finally, what .
is the role -economic and institutional- of the different agents?

Provided the communications infrastucture deficit is solved, Western
Mediterranean regions might enjoy a certain comparative advantage in
the new world economic context, where Europe will experience deep
changes.

Intense competition will be one of the key elements if we want to talk
about the potential of the Euromediterranean region. This has been
produced by modern technology, which allows a greater movement of
capitals, and a dispersion of production plants, a flawless market
interconnection, and more efficient communications.
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There is aiso a challenge in the political scene. As a result of the
integration of national economies, of the enormous market expansion,
and the intense competitiveness, regional and state governments have
to compete if they want to attract capital, both physical and human.
This competition among governments entails a loss of the power they
monopolized only a few decades ago, and disrupts the traditional
protective or productive role of the states.

All these rupture elements are found, in a varying degree, in the
different prospective reports on the Mediterranean, where the
common denominator is the design of voluntarist scenes. This must
show the inflexions, the challenges and the necessary interventions
that must take place and be assumed if Mediterranean regions want
10 overcome the development gap that separates them from Central
Europe. As new EEC prospective reports highlight, Catalonia and
Tuscany show there is no incompatibility between Latin cultures and
industrial cultures.

The common conclusion of all these reports is that the key to the
development of Western Mediterranean lies in its link with Central
Europe, beyond a centre-periphery relation; this means having a good
communications system and an improved R&D level, in order to
achieve the necessary horizontal integration that would generate an
area of deveiopment in the South. Somie reports also establish that an
economic development of the Maghreb countries would exert a
positive influence in the developement of the European Mediterranean
Regions, and, beyond the Latin Arch, would provide the Atlantic Arch
with a chance for development; this would produce a shifting of
Europe towards the South-West, as a result of the connection
between Europe and the Maghreb, through Spain.

However, apart from the production system and the institutionai
networks, any thought on North-South dynamics in Europe must also
consider symbolic and cognitive aspects wich include iifestyles,
cultural traditions and deep collective experiences. European diversity
corresponds to the reality of very different contexts: economic, social,
cuttural.
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We are witnessing today the decline of loyalties, of traditional
structures and- associations and a repositioning of authority which
affects large units (transnational) and small ones (regions and ethnic
groups}, in a process which according to some will expand in the 21st
Century. The return of civil society and the explosion of identities will
be the most evident expressions of this change.

Governments must face the need to give an answer to collective
projects while, at the same time, they must overcome the
corporatisms originated by this lack of capacity. The struggle for the
aknowledgment of identity, both for communities and individuals, and
its possible turning into centrifugal and disintegrating reactions is one
of the questions that will influence in a direct way Southern Europe in
the years to come.

This changes all take place within the frame of the great tendencies
that are already outlined for the nineties: on the one hand, the mixture
of lifestyles, linked essentially to technological progress and its
spreading, on the other hand to the rise of a planet conscience,
brought about by the emergence of a cognitive civilization and the
sense of responsibility towards the environment, finally there i1s also
the diversity of policies and cultures, through which the different
poeples can stress their identities.

There is a dangerous possibility that this "global village" could bring
the uniformization of cultural standards, through the domination of
strong cultures. In this event, Mediterranean societies could end up
suffering from social anomy, which undermines any collective project,
or from an explosion of strong individualism. : ‘

However, collective identities also represent different lifestyles,
cultural traditions and deep collective experiences, with new
complexities. Lifestyles, as thinking and acting systems, provide
coherence to demographical behaviours, the concept of family, to
attitudes towards work and leisure, to displays of sociability and
solidarity, to consumption and the appropiation of space, and to inner
life and the personal appropiation of progress and technique..

The dynamic concept of identity encouragés societies, in the strategic
frame of the world system, to move beyond their permanent ideas,
essentialist and unchangeable, and provide innovative cultural
answers.

At a time when we look more to the future than to the present,
Mediterranean societies must know how to adapt to their future. This
is the source of interest for prospective reports: they are tools that
provide a thoughtful anticipation at the service of action, improving
the awareness of agents involved in the emerging tendencies,
challenges entailed and tactics and strategies to be adopted.
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ALTERNATIVE FUTURES FOR THE EURO-POLITY
AND THEIR POSSIBLE IMPACT UPON MEDITERRANEAN

EUROPE

An exploration of four different models of the outcome of the
European integration process: confederatio, federatio, condominio and
consortio and a discussion of how each of them might affect the
existing Southern European member-states of the EC: Italy, Greece,
Portugal and Spain, as well as their respective sub-national regions.

Modern politics is rooted in representation. Where the units of
authority have grown . larger in area and population, and more
heterogenous in social and economic interest, rulers and ruled have
relied increasingly on regularized mechanisms of indirect participation
to communicate with each other. Grosso modo, these linkages
conform the two different principies of aggregation: the territorial and
. the functional. Various intermediaries -parties, associations,
movements, clienteles, notabies- identify with the constituencies
formed by these principles and re-present their interests vis-a-vis
authorities. It is this mix of territorial and functional constituencies,
along with their corresponding relations of authority- and
accountability that defines the type of polity. -
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And the emerging Euro-polity is no different. It began with a dual bias:
{1) toward channeling the representation of territorial interest
exclusively through the national governments of member states; and
{2) toward privileging the development of functional representation
through trans-national, European-level interest associations. The
deliberate neo-functionalist strategy of Jean Monnet et Cie. was 10
concede the former as an inescapable (if eventually mutable) feature
of the international system and to build graduailly and surreptitiously
upon the latter. After some initial successes, this failed for a variety
of resons and the ensuing period of "intergovernmentalism® from the
mid-1960's to the mid-1980's saw even the functional interest being
transmitted largely through national territorial channels. Since then,
the mix of functional and territorial constituencies/authorities at
various levels has shifted significantly within the EC/EU, giving rise to
the present uncertainty about the eventual outcome.

For the stato/federatio form to predominate at thé European level,
both types of constituency should be coincident or co-terminous with
each other. The territorial boundaries of its authority would be fixed
definitively and surround a physically contiguous space. Membership
would be irreversible -- either because central authority would be
deployed to prevent partial defections from specific norms or because
outright secession would become too costly for the welfare of
citizens. National and sub-national units might not disappear --
especially in the federal version of this outcome -- but each would
have an assured and identical status within an overarching hierarchy
of authority. On nthe functional side, there would be a fixed allocation
of competences among a variety of separate agencies operating
within a cumulative division of iabor -- normally coordinated through a
common budgeting process. Given the characteristics of existing
national states, the most likely sub-species of the stato to emerge in
Europe would be something akin to the Politikverflechtung and
"cooperative federalism" practiced by the Swiss or the Germans.

A confederatio would be a more loosely coupled arrangement in
which the identity and role of territorial units is allowed to vary, while

the distribution of functional constituencies and competences is

rigorously fixed and separated in order to protect members from
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encroachment by central authorities. In it, there need be no
presumtion of territorial contiguity and no established hierarchy of
internal authority. Members would retain their autonomy and be
relatively free to enter and exit. Each could negotiate its own
differentiated reiation to the unit as a whole, but once a member be
strictly bound to contribute to the few, cumulative and coincident,
functions devolved upon central institutions, e.g. common currency,
liberalization of trade flows, environmental protection, traffic control,
weather prediction, and/or collective security. Historically, such
polities have been short-lived, viz. the United States from 1781 to
1789, Switzerland from 1815 to 1848 or Yugoslavia from the death
of Tito in 1980 to 1991. They proved either incapable of defending
their variable and dispersed territories from encroachment by others,
or of redistributing resources among themselves to prevent the
defection of their members. With the recent changes in international
security and material welfare, such a solution might be more viable
than in the past.

The consortio is a form of collective action practiced more by
consenting firms than consenting polities. In it, national authorities of
fixed number and identity agree to cooperate in the performance of
functional tasks that are variable, dispersed and overlapping. They
retain their respective territorially-based identities, form a relatively
contiguous spatial bloc and accept positions within a common
hierarchy of authority, but pool their capacities to act autonomously in
domains that they can no fonger control at their own level of
aggergation. There seem to have been relatively few salient historic
examples of this type given its implications for national sovereignty,
but one suspects that a detailed investigation of the bilateral relations
between any two contiguous states would reveal a large number of
"regional” commissions and task forces designed to cope with
specific problems without endangering the international status of their
participants. Once these proliferate enough to interact and stimulate
each other, then, it may be accurate to speak of a consortio having
replaced strictly state-like relations, say, between the United States
and Canada or Norway and Sweden.
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Finally, the condominio would be the most unprecedented, even
unimaginable, outcome of all since it would be based on variation in
both territorial and functional constituencies. Precisely what the state
system had taken $0 long to fix into a coincident interrelation would
be sundered and allowed to vary in unpredictable ways. Instead of
one Europe with recognized and contiguous boundaries, there would
be many Europes. Instead of a Eurocracy accumulating
organizationally distinct but politically coordinated tasks around a
single center, there would be multiple regional institutions acting
autonomously to solve common problems and produce different pubilic
goods. Moreover, their dispersed and overlapping domains --not to
mention their incongruent memberships-- could result in competitive,
even conflictual, situations and would certainly seem inefficient when
compared with the clear demarcations of competence and hierarchy
of authority that (supposedly) characterize existing national states.
While it seem unlikely that anyone would set out deliberately to create
a condominio --and no long-lasting historical precedents come to
mind-- one can imagine a scenario of divergent interests, distracted
actors, improvised measures and compromised solutions in which it
just emerges faute de mieux and rapidly institutionalizes itself as the
least threatening outcome. According to my admittedly biased and
speculative reading of the Maastricht Accord, this may even be the
most probable trajectory for the EC/EU -uniess emergent trends and
subsequent events deflect its course in the near future.

None of the prevailing theories of integration can predict which (if
any) of the above four ideal types will be closest to the Euro-polity
that is emerging. All focus on process not outcome. All presume that
integration will eventually lead to some kind of stable institutionalized
equilibrium, but fail to specify how and when this can be expected to
occur. :
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What none of the theorists seem to have imagined is the possibility
that not just functional domains might vary, but so might the resource
bases, governance arrangements and levels of commitment vary
across territorially-defined participants. The very fact that Europe
began its integration "at sixes and sevens" should have alerted
theorists to this likelihood. Since then varying subsets of member
states have either threatened or actuallty gone ahead on their own,
most notably in the area of monetary cooperation with the "Snake”
and the EMS, and more recently in internal security with the
Schengen Agreement. The Maastricht Agreement opens up whole
new realms of possibility for variable geometry, some of which may
be lodged in relatively autonomous Eurocratic bodies and even -be
placed outside the jurisdiction of the European Court of Justice.

The processes of "association” and "Enlargement” have always
introduced an element of ambiguity in defining exactly what were the
territorial limits to EC authority -- and the new agreement on the
European Economic Area {(EEA} makes this issue even more
complicated by compelling non-member states to adopt Euro-norms
and obey Euro-directives without having been full participants in the
process of their elaboration.

if this were not difficult enough to comprehend, there is emerging a
whole new dimension to the territorial question, namely; subsidiarity .
or what level of aggregation should be relevant in deciding and
implementing which EC policies. Until recently, everyone took it for
granted that the natural and irreducible spatial constituencies were
defined by sovereign national states -- in their existing and highly
unequal configuration. This is how voting quotas, financial
contributions, nominations for European Commisssioners and Judges,
seats on the Council of Ministers, and so forth are distributed. Indeed,
the orthodox assumption held that the creation of the EC actually
served to strengthen the role of national states over lesser political
units. ' '

Subsequent changes from below in the territorial distribution of
authority within these states and from within in the magnitude and’

-
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distribution of Community regional funds have resulted in a veritable
explosion of attention by sub-national political units to the integration
process. Regions, provinces, municipalities, and even whole
"unrepresented nations” (e.g. Catalans, Welsh, Basques and Bretons}
have opened up quasi-embassies in Brussels and sought to establish
direct contact with EC officials to influence the distribution of
structural funds and the direction of sectoral policies. They have been
forming associations, alliances and commissions across national
borders and pressing for the special status of Euro-Regiones that
group adjacent units from different countries. It would obviously be
premature to suppose that this flurry of activity and the creation of
informal channels of sub-national representation will succeed in
“outflanking” the heretofore dominant position of national member
states within the EC/EU, and eventually drive the outcome toward a
condominio in which varying and overlapping scales of territoriai
aggregation would interact with varying and overlapping domains of
functionai competence, although the recent insertion in the MAA of a
"Committee of Regions" does enhance that probability.
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BALEARIC ISLANDS. AN EUROPEAN OPERATIONS CENTRE

The next century will witness the constitution of the human species’
unity. Since we change our technical system, the future can no longer
be conceived as a prolongation of the past. Our present times have
two different ways of working, unknown to man in the two million
years it has been on earth,

-The first one is the possibility of communicating immediately from
one end to the other of the planet. As from the first quarter of the
next century, communication will become audiovisual, and will reach
the least developed peoples. The index of ten telephone lines per one’
hundred inhabitants will be reached before 2020 in practicaily all
countries. This network makes society impossible to control, The very
notion of power has to be reconsidered.

After an industrial sociaty we shall enter a cognitive civilization.
Obviously, every stage of technical development has its own
particular organisation: hunters were organized in tribes, agricultural
societies created feudalism and towns, and the industrial world
brought the large firms and the nation-state. In the new technical
system, the most usual socialisation way is the small firm, and, for
collective needs, associations (1), foundations, local or professional
collectivities. All these organisations are built and organized according
to cognitive necessities. They must balance their aceountancy, if they
want to avoid bankruptcy. They are an emanation of the human
conscience, translated into will. Each generation can create them,
stimulate them, suppress them, and change them according to its
wishes. ’
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-The second element is originated by the perception of the world's
limits and the fragility of life. The last virgin forests are under threat.
The idea of their disappearance generates anxiety. After a period of
frenzied consumption, humans are now beginning to feel responsible.
They try to limit excesses in energy, pollution, they want to preserve
wildlife and take care of the wounds inflicted on Nature.

The human species is increasingly practicing birth control. About a
century from now, it will probably stabilize its demography around a
figure of thirteen billion, more than double the present population. It
will be the century of female values. Life preservation, harmony and
balance will be ever more important, relegating the old masculine
values of conquest and authority, typical of the species' unlimited
‘expansion periods.

If man becomes finally responsible of nature, of which he is the.
gardener, he also transorms it. It becomes a Techno-Nature. All the
environment will be recreated. It is the realisation of imagination. The
question of technique must be considered in different terms. It is no
longer the question to provide utilitarian answers to individual needs,
but to arrange the favourable conditions for a deployment of life in all
its shapes.

These two characteristics of our time, instantaneous communication
and the fragility of life, give birth to a planetary conscience. At the
same time, they inspire a permanent recreation of the world, which
places innovation as the central element for mastering this loosely
defined future.

However, the next century will onlty end up in a world of creative
freedom after a long struggle.

In an initial moment, the society of show will loose its roots. Reality
takes off, thanks to media and virtual universes. To the hiper-visibility
of a few we must oppose the invisibility of others. The exclusion
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increases. The suburbs of great cities record a spectacular growth in
every continent. There are no longer rich and poor countries, but rich
and poor people tiving one-hundred metres from each other, all over
the planet. Half of the human species will live in cities by the year
2005, and urbanization will go on growing until two thirds of the
population live in cities, then making a downturn.

Between the years 2010 and 2020 the situation in cities will become
so dangerous and inhuman that the ruling class will have to change its
strategy radically, as it did in Europe in the mid-19 Century. No longer
waiting for miracles from the "invisible hand of the market", it will
decide to carry out a programme for planetary mass education, and
great development programmes. It will be the change towards a
society of teaching, energetic and regulationist.

Only later, around 2060, there will be a rejection of the limits and
rules imposed by this didactical society. There will then be enough
pressure to liberate imagination and move to a creative society.

Historians are like many other people. They seek their key elements
were there is light enough (2}. Until the works of the new Historical
School (3) appeared, we thought that History, our History, was made
up of struggles for power among the powerful, and that it was written
in blood on the battlefields. Tribes, then empires, and states, were its
agents and actors. It was the Show-History "an absurd story, full of
sound and fury, told by an idiot". Then we thought that it was written
in the people’s struggles for liberation against their oppressors... unil
they put themselves under a new, more oppressive, power.

But this history is only the most visible part, like the emerging point of
the iceberg. The. rise of communication is silently dissolving it. It is at
that moment that the "end of History" is announced (4), that is, the
transition to a planetary civil society, where actors are enterprises.
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We must not regret the suppression of powers. They were abusive,
and will still be during a period of time. But this transformation means
that institutions will no longer be sacred. Tribes, empires and
churches all imposed themselves on humans. They were there before
birth and outlived them. People had littie influence in their evolution.
Nowadays, all institutions can be remade. Each generation can
confirm, alter or change them. The only legitimacy left to institutions
is the energy of those who want to keep them.

Then, from the point of view of the human species, we shall see not
the end of history, but its beginning. '

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PREPARING THE REGIONS ° FUTURE:

European construction is getting every day more attention from the
different regions of the member states. These different regions and
countries can perceive deep and radical changes that will affect
everyone,

The next millenium draws every day closer, and little by little,
Europeans are feeling that they must get ready to face the challenges
that the achievement of the Maastricht Treaty will pose to European
citizens. '

We must come to terms with the fact that the European construction
process is being more difficult and complex than it was expected at
first. The different states and the EEC Commision need the
cooperation of the regions if they want the project to succeed.

If the European vehicle is to start and work properly, the different
parts must work at the same pace, in order to harmonize the
ambitions of the states, the regions, firms and citizens; it would be a
synthesis and integration of a European Common Project.

The member states are facing problems too complicated and delicate
to be solved from the higher levels of authority. Quantitative and
macroeconomic variables need to be complemented by a large variety
of quality variables. '
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When we work with quality elements we must turn our attention to
the social agents if we want to get the correct answers for the future,
and if we want to establish the strategic options they want, in
accordance with their wishes and potentialities.

In this cases, the expert, and perhaps more practical, hand of the
regions becomes necessary.

Obviuolsy, the coordination and managem'ent will .be in the hands of
the member states, the European Parliament and the EEC
Commission. However, the adjustments required can only be carried
out successfully by regions.

‘We are working with factors which could at some moment turn
against the political, social and economical wishes of the regions:
thus, the importance given to the flexibility of the strategic plans-to
be designed.

Regions might become one echelon in the European chain, ready to
turn and adapt to the different surfaces. That is why regions should
be given a share of power. This is a challe‘nge that will give measure
of the generosity and intelligence of member states and the
Community. .

If we examine the historical evolution of many European regions, in
many cases their cultures have been buried by the states’
construction processes.

However, we are now witnessing a rebirth of these regions; little by
little, they are given a share in the European construction process,
and are given a chance to decide their own destiny and build strategic
options. This would garantee the adjustement of the European
territory and its people to future needs. The cultural heritage of old
Europe provides us with the necessary élan and vigour.
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Regions are being asked to design, establish and set up projects for
the future, which can foster their evolution and their adjustement to
changes taking place in Europe and all over the World.

These demands are put forward by the very same citizens, from local
and town powers, and from small and medium-sized firms. The
solutions given to different problems by the states are often seen as
too distant and general to be effective. On the other hand, it is every
day more clear that the innovations in the economic and production
fields call for a decisive adjustment of the human element.

Transformations and changes in the world are producing concern and
an opinion in the sense that it is necessary to react as soon as
possible if we don't want to loose the position of development and
progress we have enjoyed so far in the waorld.

We are increasingly aware that changes are taking place at great
speed, and that the control, or the lack of control, can have
disastrous effects on a given activity or country. The notion of
Adaptability emerges as an essential one.

The planetary scale of economic relations and exchanges, progress in
the fields of research and development, changes in lifestyles and
consumption patterns, and the options taken by the EEC and its
citizens as regards the new world order, are putting us in a critical
point of our history.

A. new world order is emerging; some conflicts and mentalities are
becoming obsolete, while we witness new conflicts, or see that
long-lasting ones_are becoming more important.
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The Cold War being over, the East West conflict has been replaced by
a more acute North- South one.

Also, the European firms' competitivity, each one isolated in its own
country, has shown how far behind we are from the US and Japan.

We are now more aware that Europe must recover its position and
prestige in the new world order: in order to do so it must lay down
its goals and decide the role it wants to play in the next decades and
in the next century. ' |

However we must realize that the main guestion is not objectives, but
our hability to adapt and evolve with the new changes taking place all
over the world.

A good hability to adapt would secure our stategic position in the
world, and would help to keep a stable balance in it, through a
European leadership, providing for Europeans a balanced and
harmonious development, both in economic activity and lifestyles.

On the other hand, a scarce capacity to adapt wouid only bring
decline and the delay of several projects being laid down by the
Community. it would seriously damage our social, cuitural and
economic life, and would increase intra-EEC differences. Internal
tension would grow, making conflicts more acute and bringing
reactionary policies.

It is also obvious that our global hability to adapt will be conditioned
by the social and economic cohesion, and by the cooperation and
exchange established among different regions and countries, between
firms and universities.
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Europe needs a great project, one that can assembie all wills and that
can provide a flexible answer to the changes taking place in our
environment.

Cohesion or rupture in Europe is a false alternative. The important
issue is the hability to adapt to the great changes taking place all over
the world and the way this hability is shared among the regions.
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EUROPEAN CENTRIPETAL AND CENTRIFUGAL FORCES

| would like to méention the last phases of the conflict in the Balkans,
and the presumably serious damage- it can have inflicted on the
European union process.

-Ambiguity of the EEC governments.

-Alternatives to the equivocal present humanitarian intervention.
-The conﬂict-exten;ion risk.

-US attitude and leadership problem.

-A reflection on the crime wars commited by irregular forces,
dependent, however, on governments (Belgrade, Zagreb).

It is not exactly a war but a series of slaughters, violations and
genocide acts surrounded by a low-intensity war conflict.

As opposed to the disintegration process taking place in the former
Yugoslavia, Europe is undergoing a centripetal process; the building of
its union process based on classic democracy and the defense of
human rights. This higlights two major processes: the rehabilitation of
the conventional democratic sistem (threatened by corruption in Italy,
Spain, Greece, France, Japan...} and the accelerated process towards
a common external and security process, which could allow dealing
with a military intervention to stop the war; which is exactly what the
Community has been incapable of doing in the Balkanic crisis.
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NATO is a centripetal force that can only act in time of crisis under
American leadership.

EEC-WEU is another centripetal force that could only act if there were
a crisis committee assuming the executive power of the EEC
governments. It would be the first step towards a common security
policy. ‘

Europe has no obligation to intervene in the Azerbajan or Tiyikistan
conflicts, since this is the sphere of the Russian Federation,
responsible for peace-keeping in the former Soviet empire.

But Europe is under the obligation to avoid the genocide in a place
that is only half an hour from Venice, an hour and a half from
Barcelona.
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CULTURAL IDENTITIES: CHANGES IN A HISTORICAL
PERSPECTIVE AND INDICATIONS FOR THE FUTURE

One Important aspect of changes, and central to the future, is cultural
identities. There is a historical dynamic which has been overlooked by
social analysis, while focusing mainly on economic, technological and
political changes.

The impact of technologies and the global spread of values related to
its development, have indicated for some decades that cultural
identities were being eroded. At the same time processes parallel but
thus observable, have developed: the search and emergence of
resistance to dominant cultures, as well as the understanding that
- culftural changes take longer than other changes and that cuitures
may change at their periphery (such as everyday lifestyles, etc.), but
not necessarily at its core. It is this core that makes rebuiiding of
cultural identities possible. At the same time other aggregations and
coagulations of cultures occur under the impact of other changes. It is
a dynamic though slow process which needs both historical
reconstruction and a prospective approach. Some indications of such
processes for the Mediterranean area will be also discussed.

Cultural identities need to be seen in their historical and prospective
dynamics to understand their importance.

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COMPETITION AND THE SETTING UP
OF A LATIN EUROPE

Jordi Bacaria

Solutions to the challenges of globalization and diversification of
economic activities and lifestyles must be similar to the solutions
given to economic and political questions. Competition understood as
a discovery and knowledge of the market must produce the key
elements in the construction of the Latin Europe (communications,
competitivity and creativity}). These must also play a role in the
political field in order to boost the integration element among the
different regions of the Latin Arch.

Setting up a convenient environment is absolutely necessary if we
want to develop and integrate; both vertically {(central and peripheric
regions), and vertically (Mediterranean regions). One of the ways of
. creating a convenient environment is through competition. This makes
it inevitable to have an innovative behaviour, what Hayek defines as
"competition as a discovery process". ’

In the Catalan case, the competition generated thanks to a free-trade
policy and a healthy monetary policy in the XVII century can explain
the industrial development of the XVIll century, a key element for
interpreting the present cultural frame, in its widest sense (including
industrial culture and a positive attitude towards innovation).

Competition is a key element, an engine for economic development,
which hardly comes out spontaneously. In spite of competition being
the basic element for achieving a healthy market, a "spontaneous"
behaviour leads always to trade barriers and regulation, since
economic agents try to put themselves in a position of advantage,
easily achievable through protection.
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Mobility of goods and services is crucial if we don't want to miss the
globalization and diversification process. Capital and work mobility
and free trade are essential for a correct allocation of resources in a
globalized economy. At the same time, a diversified economy must
assure the flexibility and permeability of lifestyles and habits, in order
to reproduce the elements of creativity. The political organization is a
central element for stopping or boosting this kind of mobility and
exchange.

The cultural cross-breeding between the industrial -.culture and the
Latin culture can strenghten competitivity and creativity in the
Mediterranean area. As the report Catalonia on the Horizon of the
Year 20710. A Mediterranean Prospective shows, we might be
witnessing a real cultural change in Europe. There would be an
exchange of lifestyles between North and South, where one area is
permeated by the other's values. This exchange can only be carried
out in improved conditions in a free trade environment, not in a
protectionist one.
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WHICH TECHNOLOGY AND WHAT CAPACITY IS BEING

IMPLEMENTED IN THE SOUTH OF EUROPE
J.M.G. Caraca

If we are worried about chéllenges and opportunities, it is crucial to
understand the constraints on both the speed and the capacity of
change. In this respect, scientific and technological infrastructure and
performance are prime candidates for observation.

In the 1960's, a universal mode! for science and technology was
accepted corresponding to an instrumental concept of S&T towards
social and economic development -- the pipe-line model. Nowadays,
however, we know that it is not possible to isolate research activities
from the social context in which they are conducted; this is reflected
by the growing "scientification" of the cultures of contemporary
societies as well as by the increasing social involvement of S&T, of
individual scientists and researchers and of their organizations.

And, further, a new need has been created: the need to make sure
that public funds spent on S&T research and development are used in
a societal beneficial way.

What is at present characteristic of the action by the public
administrations is the building-up of infrastructure (including the
development of human resources -- the notion of human capital}; the
support of networking activities {(hence the notion of human mobility};
the financing of research programmes (with an increasing
precompetitive tendency) in basic "pervasive" technologies; and, the
provision of scientific and technical services at national level.

However, by considering only a single sector of the economy (S&T)
we may be overlooking a most important contribution to that sector
that can derive from policies and actions deveioped in another area
{and which, finally, are proven to have had decisive impacts). Also, a
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most fruitful impact of science and technology policy may not be
considered because it will be felt only remotely by the professionals of
the S&T sector. :

Nowadays, science and technology are strongly intertwined with
other cognitive abilities and the new quest for knowledge.

In each economic unit, knowledge intensity can be incorporated at
different levels such as production, management and marketing. A
strong knowledge incorporation at the production level s
characteristic of science-based technological trajectories, which
correspond to the fast growing technology-intensive sectors of
modern economics.

But we must say that strong knowledge incorporation at the
organizational fevel is not a new factor in the economy. In fact, we
can clearly observe the specific traits of superiority that information,
intelligence and culture did give to the rich merchants and bankers in
earlier centuries.

The biggest difference with respect to contemporary world stems
from the fact that a much wider array of goods and services is traded
today at international levei and, also, that local markets offer little and
diminishing barriers to effective penetration by outside competitors.

internationalization, multinationalization and transnationalization are
processes that correspond to the main strategies devised by
companies to reduce operation risks, increase market opportunities
and intensify the exploitation of overall resources. These processes
should not be seen, though, as successive stages of institutional
evolution, but rather as different possibilities for the increase of
value-added, each stage requiring specific organizationa!l capability
and corporate culture (a real metamorphosis is required between
stages).
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The importance of access to technical knowledge has implied that
technology has acquired a3 strategic role. Access to technology is a
crucial competitive element, being simultaneously a strong enabling
factor of the possibility of operating in global markets {though not the
only one). The existence of externalities generating applicable
know-how is thus highly favourable for strengthening this type of
competitiviness.

But smaller economies will be more prone to experience troubles in
the process of integration in enlarged markets as this means more
competition, modification of the rules of the game and transitional
turbulence. Their organizationa! capabilities will therefore be submitted
to considerable stress as smallness means greater scarcity of available
resources and tighter choices; also, the difficulty of promptly
achieving "critical mass"” in new fast-evolving fields may mean the
creation of barriers and delays that will hamper the exploitation of
market opportunities.

The pace of development is heavily dependent on infrastructure --
thus both high scientific and technological potential and high capacity
for institutional and organizational change are required.

An analysis of S&T potential in southern European regions is
attempted, based on available indicators, to support the idea that
-though there is a role for small countries in globalisation, there is
however a crucial problem for them: how to avoid the dilution of their
national identities in the absence of mutually reinforcing bases
{scientific, technological, ethic, aesthetic and political).
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MEDITERRANEAN 2020

It will come true, if we try hard and
passionately.
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THE EEC BETWEEN THE MEDITERRANEAN AND EASTERN EUROPE:
TOWARDS NEW MECHANISMS OF COOPERATION

Gianni Bonvicini

1. The new crisis arch. A different geo-poiitical situation defines the
Europe of the nineties. As for risks, threats and new responsabilities,
Eastern Europe joins the older crisis area made up by Southern
Mediterranean countries and the Middie East. This is true to such an
extent that we are now witnessing the rise of a new crisis arch,
contiguous from East to South, with no interruptions. Thus, Western
Europe is now surrounded by a potentially explosive half-circle, that is
difficult to interpret both for possible future crisis and for solutions to
propose. '

2. Towards a growing regionalization of the EEC's responsibilities.
Western Europe, and particularly the EEC, is an island of opulence and
stability in the middle of a sea of poverty and remarkable economic
decline, of ethnical and religious conflicts. This complex situation at
the borders of the EEC generates a strong pressure and strong
demands for intervention, both in the economic field and in- the larger
and more loosely defined one of security. Demands form South and
demands from East create a different kind of European responsibility
in the field of external economic help and in that of security. The
geo-political factor will play an increasingly important role in the
future EEC economic and security policy. As a matter of fact, a
tendency towards a growing regionalization of EEC interests and
responsibilities can already be drawn.

3. The new concept of global security. Europe's direct responsibility is
also closely linked to the concept of comprehensive security, of
tightly bound elements such as the economic, military.and political
dimension of each present crisis. Thus Europe must act and provide
itself with elements which it now lacks, particularly in the fields of
external policy and security. The obvious solution would be to
increase the level of internal integration in order to be in a better
position for answering this external requests. -
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4. The risk of an East-South competition. The immediate problem
facing EEC cooperation with East and South is their increasing
tendency to lean on the Community and on their unbalanced initia!l
commercial situation. This is far from being only-a theoretical element,
for three main reasons:

-the first fact is the scarcity of international financial resources, which
imposes a rather rigid list of priorities,

-the second element is what can be already perceived as a reduction
of funds for the South due to the new enormous financial needs
appearing in the East,

-the third element would be the long-term perspective of a strong
economic development in the East, which shouid be beneficial for the
South. Even if this were to happen, it is clear that during a period of
time exports from these two areas to the Community will have to
compete, products and productions being comparabie.

5. The "new conditionality”. The risk attached to this competition
between areas is that the situation could take an unfavourable
direction, since there is no mechanism within the EEC to level the
emerging unbalance between policies for the East and policies for the
South. For a number of cultural, historical and political reasons,
Eastern European countries will sooner or later join the EEC; this will
not be the case of Northern African and Mediterranean countries, with
the likely exceptions of Turkey, Cyprus and Malta. Regional
development policies will have to be devised for those excluded, with
the aim of strenghtening their economies, fostering their integration in
sub-groups of countries, developing their labour intensive productions,
and including them in mechanisms for the prevention and solution of
local conflicts. We must ask ourseives how can the Community
achieve all this. The key question is to realize that this is one of the
Community’'s primary responsibilities, and that new concepts have to
be developed in order to face it appropiately. Essentially, the
Community must assume the obligation of "conditioning" the
development of neighbouring areas. Compared to past policies, the
"new conditionality” must be less neutral with elements such as the
political nature of the regimes or their respect to human rights; it must .
thus face in depth the question of what kind of stability is to be
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guaranteed in the areas. A purely commercial policy of financial help
must be replaced with a stabilisation strategy and direct intervention
in the moments of crisis.

6. Main criteria for an éfficient and believable EEC_ role for East and
South. A wide and problem-ridden area around the EEC, such as the
East-South one, needs peculiar and complex policies. Up to now, the
Community has only reacted positively by offering commercial or
association agreements, bilateral or multilateral. When a crisis
exploded, apart from the threat of freezing the agreements and
imposing economic sanctions, the only further activity was to rely on
common statements, product of the EEC internal activity. This was
never inscribed in a whole-comprising strategy, nor were intervention
criteria shared by the members. In future, and this already being felt,
this mechanisms will no longer be adequate to cope with the complex
new international needs. The EEC's economic policy will still play an
important role, but it won't be enough to provide reasonable answers
to the demands for stability and security coming from both East and
South, New EEC dimensions of external policy {diplomatic but also
built on actions) and security-defense policies must from now on be
the necessary complemetn of the EEC's actions, in the light of a
global policy towards the neighbouring regions. '

-Apart from moving t0 an economic union in a ten-year period, it is
urgent to establish external and defense policy mechanisms, in order
to make the EEC institutional framework more coherent.

-"Communifization"_of community procedures: an hability to respond,
and thus, to establish an EEC leadership, can only be exerted if EEC
acquires the necessary status in international law which its new role
requires. In other words, EEC decisions and policies must be
formulated through fixed and well-known procedures, both within and
outside the Community.

-In order to make the Community capable of dealing with the East and
South challenge, it is absolutely necessary to review the Community
balance. It is quite clear that the magnitude of the questions at stake
on the East and South cannot be faced with the present balance
limitations, which allocate to development and association pohcres a
marginal part of the EEC funds.
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-Another concept is the multilateralism of EEC-Third Countries
relations, with the adoption of "group to group policies". The aim is to
favour, through appropiate mechanisms and help (also financial) the
setting up of country groups that can become privileged partners of
the EEC. ‘

-Coordination between internationai institutions. In a European system
with multiple economic, political and security institutions, the
superimposition of roles must be avoided, particularly the competition
between international institutions.

-Finally, association policies must fulfill the aim of diversifying
between areas and groups of countries, while keeping the same basic
criteria described above for a valid general cooperation policy.
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THE POLITICAL CHOICE OF POWER AND ITS SHAPES
